GENERAL

The 1st Art of Light 2024

International Photo Salon by Vantaa Photoclub, Finland

It has been a very great honour to act as a judge for the 1st Art of Light International Photographic Salon and along with my fellow judges I can say that we were visually stimulated even though the workload of assessing 2651 individual photographs appeared at the outset to be an onerous one.

Once settled into the task though we soon warmed to the work on hand due to the often wonderful quality of so many of the entries. It did not take long to realise that so much imagination had gone into the entries, matched in most cases by superior technical mastery of the photographic process.

In general the quality of the colour work appears to increase every time we are called upon to judge salon work and the 1st Art of Light Salon brought this home to us once again. First impressions indicated less use of the “photo tourist” kind of work and probably also a little less of the more usual “set up” situations. Instead we got quite a number of photographs in which it was obvious that the artist has understood the value of light, composition and imagination.

By contrast the standard of the monochrome work was possibly a little below expectations. Chief among the issues witnessed was a number of entries where although the general idea was just fine, the final execution was let down by poor processing. The chief defect here being flat pictures lacking contrast. A close look at the work of the masters of the genre will reveal gutsy blacks, clean whites and where appropriate, a good range of tones in between. This did not apply to all of your monochrome entries of course and the best of them were truly exceptional with some very special uses of light, the basic “painting” material of all photography.

Our final task was to judge the Nature section and here we entered in many cases into the fun element which can be observed in the world around us. A number of entrants saw and recorded these special little moments in nature and held us spellbound. There were aspects of animal behaviour which we all recognised of course but there were also one or two situations which we had never observed before and which brought broad smiles, even laughter to the faces of a team of “boring old judges”.

In conclusion we your jury would like to congratulate the organising committee for all the hard work which they put in so as to provide you the entrants with a quality Salon in which to enter your work. We cannot of course close without a very special word of congratulations to each and every person who entered the Salon. Whether you are a relative newcomer or a seasoned competitor you have all done a wonderful job and in doing so you made our job as a jury all the more difficult. That is a good thing. Keep it up and we hope to see you all again very soon.
